The Kite Runner Final Project

Part 1- Group Portion

For the first half of your Final Project you will be divided into groups I have created for you and create a group kite to be presented at the end of the class period.  I will provide you with the supplies to create the kite, you come up with the content.  On the kite you should include images, symbols, words or scenes that you find particularly important to the meaning of the novel.  You can be as creative as you like, creating a collage on your kite, making it chronological through the book, or anything else you want.  You should be able to define why you chose what you did and be able to connect it to the importance it has in Amir’s life and his identity. 

Part 2- Individual Essay

You will do this portion alone, at home.  After creating your kite and listening to everyone’s presentations of the kites you will write your own essay.  This essay should be typed, 3-4 pages in length, double spaced, 12-point font, Times New Roman font.  Here is your prompt:

In a coherent, complete essay choose one or two symbols or images from The Kite Runner and argue why it is important to the overall story.  It should discuss how it represents a significant part of Amir’s life.  How does this symbol affect Amir’s identity?

Your essay should include a defined thesis and quotes (properly cited) from the book to back up your argument.  It is due Wednesday, March 18th at the beginning of class.
